Add on-trend style to your kitchen with this Chevron Crochet Scrubbie. The ingenious yarn is great at 
cutting the dirt without being too rough on your skin, and better yet, this easy pattern washes easily in 
your washing machine for thrifty reusability. The bright and bold chevron pattern keeps you from 
misplacing it; so, a cleaner kitchen is always in reach.

Materials: 

¶ Red Heart Scrubby:  
o #905 Cherry (A, 1 ball) 
o #12 Black (B, 1 ball) 

¶ US size H/8 (5.0 mm) hook 

¶ Yarn needle

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Pattern Notes: 

1. Scrubby is worked back and forth in rows with color changed at end of every other row. 
2. To change color, work last stitch of old color to last yarn over. Yarn over with new color and 

draw through all loops on hook to complete stitch. Proceed with new color. Cut old color. Work 
over tails to minimize weaving in. 

3. Scrubby is intended for frequent use and washing. Designer recommends tying tails together at 
color change to prevent unravelling. 

 

Special Stitches: 

Fdc (foundation double crochet): 

1. Ch 4, yarn over, insert hook in 4th ch from hook (beginning ch count as first dc), yarn over and

Dc3tog: [Yarn over, insert hook in next stitch, yarn over and pull up loop, yarn over, draw through 2 
loops] 3 times, yarn over, draw through all 4 loops on hook. 

 

Pattern: 

Row 1: With A, Fdc 28, turn. (28 dc) 

Row 2: Ch 3 (counts as first dc here and throughout), 2 dc in first st, dc in next 3 sts, *[dc3tog] twice, dc 
in next 3 sts*, [3 dc in next st] twice, dc in next 3 sts; repeat from * to * once, 3 dc in last st; change to B, 
turn. 

Rows 3ς-10: Repeat Row 2 and change color in the following color sequence: *Work 2 rows with B, 2 
rows with A; repeat from * once; change to B at end of Row 10. 

Edging Rnd: Ch 1, 2 sc in first st, sc in next st, *hdc in next 3 sts, dc in next 4 sts, hdc in next 3 sts*, sc in 
next 4 sts; repeat from * to * once, sc in next st, 2 sc in last st; working across ends of rows of first side, 
**3 sc in first row, 2 sc in next 8 rows, 3 sc in last row**; working in opposite side of foundation ch, 2 dc 
in first ch, dc in next ch, ***hdc in next 3 ch, sc in next 4 ch, hdc in next 3 ch***, dc in next 4 ch; repeat 
from *** to *** once, dc in next ch, 2 dc in last ch; working across ends of rows of other side; repeat 
from ** to ** once; join with slip st in first sc. (104 sts) 

 

Finishing: 

Weave in ends.

The lovely flower pattern will make washing dishes pleasant, so it doesn't feel 
like a chore. The yarn is machine washable for cleanliness and reusability; so, toss these in the washer 
whenever they get too grimy.

Hdc2tog: [Yarn over, insert hook in next stitch, yarn over and pull up loop] 2 times, yarn over and draw 
through all 5 loops on hook. 

Beg-Fhdc (Beginning foundation half double crochet): Yarn over, insert hook in indicated stitch and pull

Sc2tog: [Insert hook in next stitch, yarn over and pull up a loop] twice, yarn over and draw through all 3 
loops on hook. 

Sc3tog: [Insert hook in next stitch, yarn over and pull up a loop] 3 times, yarn over and draw through all 
4 loops on hook. 

Join with sc: Place a slip knot on hook, insert hook in indicated stitch, yarn over and draw up a loop, yarn 
over and draw through both loops on hook. 

 

Pattern Notes: 

Scrubby is worked in continuous (spiral) rounds with right side facing. 

Scrubby is intended for frequent use and washing. Designer recommends tying tails together at color 
change to prevent unravelling. 

To change color, work last stitch of old color to last yarn over. Yarn over with new color and draw 
through all loops on hook to complete stitch. Proceed with new color. Cut old color. Work over tails to 
minimize weaving in. 

 

Pattern: 

(Make 3 ς 1 each with A & B, A & C, and A & D) 

With A, ch 3. 

Rnd 1 (RS): Work 9 hdc in 3rd chain from hook (beginning ch counts as first hdc); join with slip st in top of 
beginning ch. (10 hdc) 

Rnd 2: Ch 1, 2 hdc in each hdc around; join with slip st in first hdc. (20 hdc) 

Rnd 3: Ch 1, *hdc in next hdc, 2 hdc in next hdc; repeat from * around; join with slip st in first hdc. (30 
hdc) Fasten off.

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Rnd 4: With right side facing, join 2nd color with sc in any hdc, sc in next 3 hdc, *Beg-Fhdc in next hdc, 
Fhdc 4 times, ch 3, hdc in base of each of the 5 Fhdc just made, hdc in next hdc, sc in next 4 hdc; repeat 
from * around to last 2 hdc, Beg-Fhdc in next hdc, Fhdc 4 times, ch 3, hdc in base of each of the 5 Fhdc 
just made, hdc in last hdc; join with slip st in first sc. (20 sc, 25 Fhdc, 25 hdc, and 5 ch-3 spaces) 

 

Rnd 5: Ch 1, *sc in next sc, sc2tog, sc in next sc, hdc in next 5 Fhdc, 4 hdc in next ch-3 space, hdc in next 
5 hdc; repeat from * around; join with slip st in first sc. (15 sc and 70 hdc) 

Rnd 6: Ch 1, *sc in next 3 sc, hdc2tog, hdc in next 2 hdc, 2 dc in next 6 hdc, hdc in next 2 hdc, hdc2tog; 
repeat from * around; join with slip st in first sc. (15 sc, 30 hdc and 60 dc) 

Rnd 7: Ch 1, *sc3tog, dc in next 3 hdc, dc in next 3 dc, 2 dc in next 6 dc, dc in next 3 dc, dc in next 3 hdc; 
repeat from * around; join with slip st in first sc. Fasten off. 

 

Finishing: 

Weave in ends.

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Super Scrubbie

The Super Scrubbie dishcloth pattern is worked up using two strands of yarn for maximum durability; so, 
you can choose two shades of the same color or two contrasting colors for added style. This crochet

Pattern Notes: 

The Super Scrubbie Crochet Pattern is stitched using 1 strand of Scrubby yarn and 1 strand of cotton 
yarn.  

Ch 1 at ends of rows does not count as st, it is a turning chain. 

 

Pattern: 

Row 1: With the 2 strands of yarn (see note), ch 16, join with a slst to form a loop, 16 sc in the loop, join 
to 1st sc, ch 1. (A loop with 16 sc) 

Row 2: Sc in the 1st 4 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 4 sc, ch 1, turn.  

Row 3: Sc in the 1st 5 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 5 sc, ch 1, turn.  

Row 4: Sc in the 1st 6 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 6 sc, ch 1, turn. 

Row 5: Sc in the 1st 7 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 7 sc, ch 1, turn.  

Row 6: Sc in the 1st 8 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 8 sc, ch 1, turn. 

Row 7: Sc in the 1st 9 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 9 sc, ch 1, turn. 

Row 8: Sc in the 1st 10 sc, (sc, ch 1, sc) in the next sc, sc in the last 10 sc, ch 1, turn. 

 

Trim: 

Tie off the Scrubbie yarn.  

With the cotton yarn, sc evenly across the scrubbie edges. 

1 sc in each st and ch across, 2 sc in each corner and the ch1 sp. 

1 sc in each st around the scrubbie loop, evenly sc down the 2nd side of the scrubbie. 

Join to the 1 st sc, and tie off.

Ch 4, join with sl st to first ch to form a ring. 

Rnd 1: Ch 4, [dc in ring, ch 1] 7 times, join to the beg of rnd with a sl st. 

Rnd 2: Ch 3, 2 dc in same sp, [3 dc in next ch-1 sp] 7 times, join to the beg of rnd with a sl st. 

Rnd 3: Ch 3, dc in same st, (2 dc in next dc) around, join with a sl st.  

Fasten off.

Kitchen Scrubbie

Much like babies and their burp cloths, Kitchen Scrubbies need to be thrown out and rotated as well. 
This kitchen crochet pattern is easy to work up and will get your dishes nice and clean with its textured 
design. Worked in rounds using single crochet, you'll have a brand new scrubbie in no time. Make many 
for yourself and give one to a friend.
